Introduction

The purpose of this report is to summarize the @) and achievements of St. Croix Preparatory
Academy (St. Croix Prep) in its first year of ogeya. This study includes information on the 2004-

2005 school year, such as student demographicgrigance, and finances. The report also includes
additional data needed to provide a comprehenssergbtion of St. Croix Preparatory Academy and its

educational programs and practices.

This annual educational audit serves to meet thainement of reporting progress towards the acaclemi
and non-academic goals outlined in the charteriegtdn approved by the Minnesota Department of
Education. This evaluation meets Minnesota’'s Diepant of Education requirement for reporting
adequate yearly progress.

During its first year of operation, St. Croix Prepceived support from Friends of Ascension,
SchoolStart, Minnesota Association of Charter S&d®MACS) and the Minnesota Humanities
Commission. In addition, the combined efforts aupport of the staff, students, families, and
community members were instrumental in implementiaigd developing a strong, supportive
community and a strong academic program.

1. School Vision, Mission Statement, Educational Phikophy, and Sponsor Information

A. Vision
St. Croix Preparatory Academy envisions a learrengironment centered on an integrated,
rigorous, standards-based, classical curriculunh ¢éhaourages students to think logically and
critically, to communicate effectively and to emiedife-long learning as demonstrated by their
successful pursuit of post-graduate education. Aeademy will offer a small school
community and a rigorous academic environmentéa &amilies.

B. Profile
We are the first public school in the eastern shbuspecifically dedicated to offering a
demanding classical, liberal arts curriculum withaalditional emphasis on development of each
student’'s personal character, and leadership eslit St. Croix Preparatory Academy will
provide a learning opportunity that, until now, ltady been available at select private schools.

St. Croix Preparatory Academy was founded by paresducators, and business people who
wanted a more challenging educations for theiresttel They wanted a school that demanded
an education that challenges student to achietteeio highest potential as well as put forth their
best in behavior, attitude, and effort. We areating a college prep educational program based
on true inquiry, intellect, and character. By fsitig on a students’ character and leadership
qualities, in addition to their developing academatential, St. Croix Preparatory Academy is
committed to developing young adults who are pregdo lead abundant and responsible lives
as contributing members of our society.



C. Mission Statement
St. Croix Preparatory Academy will develop eachdsthi’'s academic potential, personal
character, and leadership qualities through aneamailly rigorous and content-rich educational
program grounded in the classical tradition.

D. Educational Philosophy
St. Croix Preparatory Academy is based on a clalssiodel of education. A classical model
focuses on providing students with the life longueational tools to learn and think for
themselves. The classical tradition is groundeithéntime-tested methodology of learning called
the “Trivium”, which recognizes that critical leang skills must precede critical thinking skills.
The Trivium methodology is organized into the fellng three stages corresponding to the
general stages of a student’s cognitive development

Grammar. The first phase of the Trivium is Grammar
(grade level K - 4). Grammar emphasizes the fants
rules of each subject that later learning is bujpon.
This stage focuses on the accumulation of know|eohgke
the rules related to each particular subject. Thisors
the stage of development where children love to imim
recite, chant, and memorize. The objective of ginase
is to provide each student with a strong foundatén
subject matter KNOWLEDGE.

Logic. The second phase is Logic (grade level 5 - 8).
Logic focuses on a students’ ability to analyze
interact with the knowledge acquired in the Gram
stage. The Logic stage is the phase where unddista
is grasped. This corresponds with the studentssity
and desire to ask questions. The objective ofLtbgic
phase is UNDERSTANDING.

Rhetoric. The final phase is Rhetoric (grade level 9 - 1Rhetoric teaches a student how to
express and discuss a subject. Rhetoric is thentoncation stage, where students defend
and refute opinions based on their understandidgkaowledge of subject matter. This fits

nicely with the students’ affinity for contradicticand argumentation. The objective of the
Rhetoric phase is COMMUNICATION.

7. Program Successes
The first year at St. Croix Preparatory Academy imashy program successes.
A. Enrollment
Enroliment is one of the keys to viability in thiest year of a charter school's operations. St.
Croix Prep’s full enrollment (200 students) anddamaiting list ensured that classes operated at

capacity. Very few students left St. Croix Preping the school year (under 5) and when
students did leave, the available spots were quidled.

Parent Involvement/Satisfaction

St. Croix Prep experienced significant parentablmement from pre-opening to the final days of
the first year of classes. Their satisfaction (96%s noted in the surveys we conducted as well
as in the number of students who indicated theaninto return to St. Croix Prep the following
year (196/200).

Test Results
The test results of St. Croix Prep students yieldmgressive results. St. Croix Prep
administered NWEA MAP, lowa Test of Basic Skillsnda Minnesota Comprehensive
Assessment tests. Annual yearly progress goals sumpassed. In our first year of operation,
MCA results indicated our math and reading proficie percentages were 93% and 89%
respectively.

Finances

In our first year of operations St. Croix Prep weifid the year with approximately $133,000 in its
fund balance (over 8% of the 2004-2005 budget).

8. Program Challenges

The starting of a new school is not an easy ventlitee difficulties encountered during the firsaye
of operation are summarized below.
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A. New School Issues
St. Croix Prep is a new school; new teachers, naldibg, new students, new curriculum, new
infrastructure and a new culture. The largest Ewgchallenges were in attempting to unite the
varied backgrounds of faculty and the studentsiiamifrom 28 different schools into
accomplishing one mission. Tactically, the mostialilt aspect of this was the assessment of
students’ abilities and instructional strategiesdaaon the results of these assessments. Our
student population varied greatly, with some stésleoming from home school environments to
some students coming from prestigious private sishadhe Twin Cities area.

B. Instructional Strategies and Middle School Structue
Initially St. Croix Prep opened with a Middle Schastructure which included Grades 4-7. This
structure was designed to be only temporary, witlenitions of the Middle school structure
moving up (to grades 5-8 in 2005-06; to gradesi®-2B006-07) as the school continued to grow.
This temporary structure, however, was necessitaiedwo interrelated factors: first, our
curriculum’s emphasis on subject matter content sewbndly, the subject matter content being
more prevalent in faculty with middle school andhschool licensure.

Assessment revealed that the reading skills andh rskitls
within any one particular grade spanned, at a minwntwo
to three different grade levels. For example, imitbur &"
grade math class we had two students withgade math
skills, six students with*7 grade math skills, six fit for Pre-
Algebra class and 11 targeted for Algebra I class.

We addressed this situation by making some sigmfic
changes. We removed"4grade from our middle school
model and enclosed it in its own classroom. Wenghkd the
class schedule so that Middle School English andhMa
classes (for all middle school grades) were offeatdhe
same time. This allowed for students to receivarirction
based on their ability. Finally, human capital mgement
strategies, common in the business environment,e wer
deployed so that Math and English class sizes wexaced
(sometimes as low as 8 to 10 students) to provadeftimal
instruction. Our test results, especially the NWERath
scores, appear to validate that our solution warked

St. Croix Prep has met this Academic Outcome MCAURs indicate that 93% of St. Croix
Preparatory Academy students are proficient in Mauth 89% are proficient in Reading.

D. Student Non-Academic Outcome — Attendance
At least 95% of students enrolled at least one ge&t. Croix Preparatory Academy will be on
time and present for school, as measured by samollment and attendance data tabulated in
May of each year.
St. Croix Prep has met this Non-Academic Outcontd @8% of students achieving on time
attendance throughout the year.

Regular volunteer opportunities are
available in Lower School, grades K-4. In the Ma&chool, grades 5-8, we have assigned
Classroom Parents, who assist Homeroom Teachdrsawiriety of projects, tasks, and events.

C. Parent Group
The parents of St. Croix Prep have formed a Pda&eatp (articles of incorporation, 501(c)3
status, etc.) whose sole mission is to supporatministration and faculty in the execution of
the mission of St. Croix Prep. This active gro@s Ihad two significant fund raising events; a
Historic Walk through Stillwater and a Silent Aumii These events have raised over $20,000
for the school. The Parent Group leadership relyula
meets with the Executive Director and participates
the Faculty meetings on a regular basis.

D. Q & A Forum
Twice a year, once in the fall and once in thergpri
the Executive Director holds an Open Forum where
guestions are answered in an open forum format.
This has proven highly successful in keeping lioks
communication open.

E. Regular Parent Communication
St. Croix Prep sends out weekly communication to
parents via email. This communication informs
parents of school events, testing schedules, recent
publicity, school holidays, program changes, dtor
those parents that do not have email (only abé),3
these notices are hand delivered.

G. Community Involvement Strategy
St. Croix Preparatory Academy’s acceptance by timensunity is gaining momentum. Original
acceptance of the school was very slow. This westd some of the reactions by community
members and traditional school district personniebwo not view charter schools favorably.
We have intentionally refrained from advertisingariketing and unnecessarily drawing attention
to our school, unless it relates to enrollmentassuOur primary method of gaining community
support has been through providing service to tmarounity. For example, our students have
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done service work at the local nursing home, theaty, and the police/fire station. The students
have raised money for the tsunami victims and d@rbage pickup at a local park on Earth Day.

We continue to take this service model approachadritie same time support and endorse the
local school district in their activities. We lmle that our school is complementary to the
school district in that it offers an alternativeodde.

We offer school tours, have recently done intergiefor newspapers and magazines, and
continually host informational meetings and opendss for those interested in learning more
about St. Croix Preparatory Academy.

11.School Finances

In our first year of operations St. Croix Prep ahtlee year with approximately $133,000 in its fund
balance, over 8% of the 2004-2005 budget. We denshis a significant accomplishment. We feel
this improves viability, shows accountability, afidcal prudence. We do not feel we have
sacrificed or compromised our educational objestivg maintaining this fund balance. We realize
that after this year St. Croix Prep will expecofmerate without significant grant dollars. Thigsdu

balance prepares us for that time.
