Introduction

The purpose of this report is to summarize the @) and achievements of St. Croix Preparatory
Academy (St. Croix Prep) in its second year of apen. This study includes information on the 2005
2006 school year, such as student demographicgrigance, and finances. The report also includes
additional data needed to provide a comprehenssergbtion of St. Croix Preparatory Academy and its
educational programs and practices.

This annual educational audit serves to meet tha@irement of reporting progress towards the acaclemi
and non-academic goals outlined in the charteriegtdn approved by the Minnesota Department of
Education. This evaluation meets Minnesota’'s Diepant of Education requirement for reporting
adequate yearly progress.

During its second year of operation, St. Croix Pregeived support from Friends of Ascension and the
Minnesota Humanities Commission. In addition, twnbined efforts and support of the faculty,

administration, students, families, and communitgnmbers were instrumental in implementing and
developing a strong, supportive community and @ngtacademic program.

1. School Vision, Mission Statement, Educational Phikophy, and Sponsor Information

A. Vision
St. Croix Preparatory Academy envisions a learrengironment centered on an integrated,
rigorous, standards-based, classical curriculum ¢haourages students to think logically and
critically, to communicate effectively and to emiedife-long learning as demonstrated by their
successful pursuit of post-graduate education. MAeademy will offer a small school
community and a rigorous academic environmentéa émilies.

B. Profile
We are the first public school in the eastern shbuspecifically dedicated to offering a
demanding classical, liberal arts curriculum withaalditional emphasis on development of each
student’s personal character, and leadership @glit St. Croix Preparatory Academy will
provide a learning opportunity that, until now, leady been available at select private schools.

St. Croix Preparatory Academy was founded by paresducators, and business people who
wanted a more challenging education for their sttgle They wanted a school that demanded an
education that challenges student to achieve tio tighest potential as well as put forth their
best in behavior, attitude, and effort. We areating a college prep educational program based
on true inquiry, intellect, and character. By fsitig on a students’ character and leadership
gualities, in addition to their developing academatential, St. Croix Preparatory Academy is
committed to developing young adults who are pregao lead abundant and responsible lives
as contributing members of our society.



C. Mission Statement
St. Croix Preparatory Academy will develop eachdsthi’'s academic potential, personal
character, and leadership qualities through aneamailly rigorous and content-rich educational
program grounded in the classical tradition.

D. Educational Philosophy
St. Croix Preparatory Academy is based on a clalssiodel of education. A classical model
focuses on providing students with the life longueational tools to learn and think for
themselves. The classical tradition is groundeithéntime-tested methodology of learning called
the “Trivium”, which recognizes that critical leang skills must precede critical thinking skills.
The Trivium methodology is organized into the fellng three stages corresponding to the
general stages of a student’s cognitive development

Grammar. The first phase of the Trivium is Grammar
(grade level K - 4). Grammar emphasizes the fants
rules of each subject that later learning is bujpon.
This stage focuses on the accumulation of knowleohgke
the rules related to each particular subject. Thisors
the stage of development where children love to imim
recite, chant, and memorize. The objective of ginase
is to provide each student with a strong foundatén
subject matter KNOWLEDGE.

Logic. The second phase is Logic (grade level 5 - 8).
Logic focuses on a students’ ability to analyze
interact with the knowledge acquired in the Gram
stage. The Logic stage is the phase where unddista
is grasped. This corresponds with the studentssity
and desire to ask questions. The objective ofLtbgic
phase is UNDERSTANDING.

Rhetoric. The final phase is Rhetoric (grade level 9 - 1Rhetoric teaches a student how to
express and discuss a subject. Rhetoric is thentoncation stage, where students defend
and refute opinions based on their understandidgkaowledge of subject matter. This fits

nicely with the students’ affinity for contradicticand argumentation. The objective of the
Rhetoric phase is COMMUNICATION.

Friends of Ascension Oversight Program

Friends of Ascension (“Friends”) monitors the threstical areas of charter school
operations: academic performance, finance, andrtiag and legal compliance. The
monitoring program is described below.

1. Academic PerformanceMonitoring academic performance occurs througled basic
avenues: testing, site visits, and review of annejabrts.

(a) Testing. Friends requires regular testing to mesastudent performance, and student
performance results must meet or exceed the raggjtsred by non-chartered public
school students. The testing required by Friesdset forth in its charter contract
with its schools. Generally, however, testing data&viewed each semester to ensure
that the goals of the schools are being met, botlberms of individual student
performance and for the school as a whole. Tedleit@ is compared with other
schools to measure performance.

(b) Site Visits. Friends engages in both unannouncetli sctheduled site visits. In
addition to general observation and classroom syisdlite visits may include
interviews with the school leader, business managetected school teachers,
students, and available parents and board membBeiends site visits also include an
analysis as to whether the facility, school climated learning program constitute an
effective learning environment promoting the acadegoals. Friends provides
feedback following each site visit; feedback mayhbs and/or written.

(c) Annual Reports. Friends requires that the schoepare an annual report which
details the school’'s evaluation of meeting eacléesdemic performance goals.

To assist with its sponsoring responsibilities wittspect to academic performance,
Friends has contracted with the Minnesota Humanfiemmission. The Commission’s
staff has assisted in the implementation of acadgrograms at over thirty schools in
Minnesota over the past ten years. Throughaitgract with the Minnesota Humanities
Commission, the Commission assists with monitorihg implementation of the
academic program at each school. Friends hasrajgemented a support network for
the schools it is sponsoring to engage in mutuapst and problem solving.

2. Finance Friends’ oversight of financial affairs is acqaimhed primarily through a review
of financial statements and the independent audit.
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(a) Financial Statements. Prior to the Jul{tiefore school opening, the school must submit
to Friends an annual budget adopted by the SchoaidB

The school must also submit monthly financial stegets to Friends as well as cash flow
projections when requested by Friends. The firrstatements must contain budget
and actual expenses and contain explanations fdateats exceeding budget and the
manner in which the excess items will be resolvedends strongly encourages that its
sponsored schools utilize a recognized providexcobunting services for charter schools
in the initial years of operation.

(b) Independent Audit. By the date specified in harter contract, the school must submit
to Friends its independent audit report along \&itly school management response.

As a secondary mechanism to monitor financial edfaite visit interviews with the school
business manager and board members may reveatishaoncerns.

3. Reporting and Legal Compliance Friends’ oversight of reporting and general lega
compliance is accomplished primarily through reviefvdocumentation, site visits, and
communication with the Department of Education.

(a) Governance. The school must submit board meetimytes to Friends on a timely
basis, generally prior to the next scheduled schoalrd meeting. Friends may attend
board meetings on either an announced or unannduracgs and is available to attend
specific meetings upon request by the school.

(b) Annual Reports. Friends requires each schooulbong an annual report which details
the school’s evaluation of meeting State repontaguirements.

(c) Site Visits. Friends engages in both unannedrand scheduled site visits. In addition
to general observation and classroom visits, sggsvmay include interviews with the
school leader, business manager, selected sclambiees, students, and available parents
and board members. Site visits may also includevaew of pertinent files. General
observation, interviews, and review of selectecesfilduring site visits facilitate
determination by Friends of the school's generahgitance, including compliance with
the Minnesota Open Meetings Law, Public Employnfeafations Act, teacher licensing
requirements, student immunization compliance, Msuta Human Rights Act,
Minnesota Pupil Fair Dismissal Act, Minnesota Pabchools Fee Law, special
education requirements, financial controls, anchogr@ollment processes.

Friends has asked that the Minnesota DepartmeBdatation inform Friends if the school is
not reporting properly and to share copies of aftipent correspondence between the school and
the MDE. Friends adopts a similar procedure reéggrdompliance with local, State and Federal
laws.

Remediation Should a sponsored school fall short of its edrepon academic standards,
financial targets, or fail in any aspect of repugtiand legal compliance, Friends engages in a
range of possible interventions including:

- Friends notifies the school leader or board chiaareas of concern
- Friends formally notifies the school board of arehsoncern
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- Friends recommends that the school board develomaovement plan

- Friends requires that the school board adopt apeence improvement plan agreed
to by Friends

- Friends initiates a notice and action plan wheiiebytends to revoke sponsorship

NCA Accreditation In addition to Friends’ Oversight and AccountdypiPlan, all Friends
sponsored schools are required to be accreditethdoyNorth Central Association. Obtaining
accreditation is a multi-year process, and thigexbtation process involves an administrative
review, governance review and training, academidop@ance goal setting review, self-
evaluation, and critical evaluation.

2. Student Background/Demographics

A. Number of Students Enrolled
St. Croix Preparatory Academy opened its first ywe#dh 200 students in grades K-7. In 2005-
2006 St. Croix Prep opened up an additional Kinaetegn class and the seventh grade students
from the previous year became eighth grade studdirsollment for the 2005-2006 school year
totaled 252 students. A full time educational stssit is in all of the K-3 classes. In addition, a
long waiting list continues to be present in eatcthe grades.

6. Accountability Data from 2005-2006

NCLB requires that all students reach proficiennystate standards by 2013-2014. The State of
Minnesota uses the MCA test results to determinéiggency. This year St. Croix Preparatory
Academy students took the MCA 1l tests. At thediof this submission finalized results for
these tests have not been received.

The bold proficiency percentages reflect percentages ifcigbeeducation students are not
included in the analysis. While St. Croix Prep slomt have a large enough population of
special education students to warrant a separagsas) the school feels that inclusion of this
data gives a more complete picture of our achienemesults.

In its first year of operation (school year 200832)) St. Croix Prep had a Math proficiency of
93% and a Reading proficiency of 89%. Differenoeshe 2005-2006 performance are likely
due to the changes in the test (MCA vs. MCA Il) dhe proficiency percentage including all
students in grades 3 through 8.

During the 2005-2006 school year St. Croix Prepo atglministered the NWEA MAP
assessment. Detailed scores are included in andppincluded as a part of this report. Over
95% of the students achieved a growth of 1.1 yeatee math and reading tests. It should be
noted however, it appears that St. Croix Prep makd to determine additional assessment tools
to evaluate students in grades 5-9. St. Croix Ptepents are testing beyond the normal
measurements of NWEA.
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7. Program Successes

An overall observation by the Board, administratao faculty is that St. Croix Prep seems to be
experiencing successes and challenges normallyierped by schools that have been in existence
much longer than two years. The second year &r8ix Preparatory Academy had many program
successes. These are noted below:

A. Enrollment
Enroliment is one of the keys to viability in thest years of a charter school’s operations. St.
Croix Prep’s full enrollment (252 students) anddamaiting list (nearly 300) ensured that classes
operated at capacity. Very few students left $biXCPrep during the school year (under 10) and
when students did leave, the available spots weickky filled.

B. Parent Involvement/Satisfaction
St. Croix Prep experienced significant parentablmement from pre-opening to the final days of
the second year of classes. Their satisfactioPoj9¥as noted in the surveys we conducted as
well as in the number of students who indicatedrtiment to return to St. Croix Prep the
following year (243/252).

C. Test Results
The test results of St. Croix Prep students yieldmgressive results. St. Croix Prep
administered NWEA MAP and the Minnesota Comprehengissessment Il tests. As noted
above, public release of the MCA Il results will thee final determination of whether annual
yearly progress goals were surpassed. Preliminasylts seem to indicate this goal was
accomplished. The NWEA MAP results are illustrairedhe Appendix. These results indicate
that St. Croix Prep achieved the results of 1.Hg@growth as stated in its charter.

D. Finances
In our first year of operations St. Croix Prep weifid the year with approximately $133,000 in its
fund balance (over 8% of the 2004-2005 budget)rifguhe second year of operations St. Croix
Prep will add an additional $40,000 to the fundabak. St. Croix Prep continues to show fiscal
responsibility in its operations.

E. Programming

Apart from the core academic classes, St. Croixpdtegory Academy offered Art, Music,
Physical Education and Spanish for all studentsnip@rg in Kindergarten. The school also
offered Latin and Music Performance electives (Band Orchestra) for students in grades 5-8.
In addition, educational opportunities outside leg traditional classroom included field trips to
the MN History Museum, Body Worlds, Science Museu@gmo Planetarium, Mill City
Museum, Aamodt Apple Orchard, Mozart Mania (Orcteestall), Hamlet (Guthrie), Warner
Nature Center, and Jim Dimmer Art Studio.

8. Program Challenges
The operations at St. Croix Prep went very smootidgsidering it was only in its second year.
Overall the sense was that the challenges presevdesl more representative of a school that had

been in existence for a longer period of time. HAfitat said, there were still many challenges
encountered during the second year of operations.
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A. Facilities

There is nothing more important to the viabilitySf Croix Prep than finding a facility able to
accommodate the projected short term and long gmowth of the school. St. Croix Prep
anticipated 125 students in the first year of opena; actual enrollment was 200 students in
grades K-7. This immediately decreased the usiééubf the Current Space. An educational
module and additional leased space were obtaineddommodate the second year enrollment
of 252 students. Additional space has been letsetket the needs of year 3, but this facility
will be located a few blocks from the existing seshand will therefore present additional
challenges.

Currently the Board has adopted these definitions:
- Current Space — the facilities where St. Croix Rssqurrently operating;
Transitional Space — the facilities that are capaidl fulfilling St. Croix Prep’s space
needs for the next three to five years;
Permanent Space — the location where St. Croix Ritperate on a long term basis,
20 to 30 years.

The search for facility space is further complidatey the fact that within the Stillwater
community there are very few property sites avéaldbr lease. Friends of St. Croix Preparatory
Academy (FSCPA), a legally separate 501c3 organizaivas formed to design and implement
St. Croix Prep’s facility strategy. FSCPA has stgated numerous acreage sites for Permanent
Space, approached the local school district abeasimg/purchasing unused property and
buildings, begun the due diligence process of igsai lease revenue bond, developed a capital
development plan and worked with Stillwater citfi@éls about potential locations for a school
site.

The diligent efforts of St. Croix Prep and FSCPAsdadentified a facility for Transitional
Space. This property adjoins one of the existetgsl buildings and its capacity (50,000 square
feet) will allow St. Croix Prep to accommodate fetugrowth, improve its instruction by
eliminating transitions between classes and fre®og@rd and administration time so it can be
spent on more “educational” objectives.

B. Instructional Strategies and Middle School Structue

Initially St. Croix Prep opened with a Middle Schatructure which included Grades 4-7. This
structure was designed to be only temporary, witientions of the Middle school structure
moving up (to grades 5-8 in 2005-06; to gradesi®-8B006-07) as the school continued to grow.
St. Croix Prep has followed this Middle School iewplentation plan. For school year 2006-
2007, the Middle School will include grades 6-9.isTtkemporary structure, however, was
necessitated by two interrelated factors: firstr ourriculum’s emphasis on subject matter
content and secondly, the subject matter contemmgb@ore prevalent in faculty with middle

school and high school licensure.

Through differentiation strategies and human cépitanagement strategies, St. Croix Prep
structured Math classes to allow for students teike instruction based on their ability. This
often reduced class sizes (sometimes as low as 80tstudents) to provide for optimal

instruction. Our test results appear to validast these differentiation strategies worked.

Due to scheduling and staffing St. Croix Prep waahle to accomplish the same differentiated
instruction in English. Although class sizes werdy 25 students per grade, the range of
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students’ ability varied dramatically. Although af our academic goals were accomplished, St.
Croix Prep believes that additional improvements ba made in its English instruction. The
following will be implemented for the 2006-2007 schyear:

Add five additional students in Grades 6-Bhis will bring total class size to 30 studenighe
additional students will allow funding necessary fit. Croix Prep to hire a second middle
school English teacher. This will allow smallerdish classes (approximately 15 per class) to
be grouped by ability regardless of the studentzdg level. The impact to other classes will be
negligible. Math class sizes are already smallBG&tudents); and the addition of five students
to History and Science classes is reasonable.

Refined English Curriculum Focus St. Croix
Prep will make Writing instruction a priority.
Most of our students exhibit “less than proficient”
writing skills. There are many reasons for this,
some of which include: media influence,
technology emphasis on abbreviated
communication via email and text messaging, and
the amount of time required for adequate
instruction. Writing will not only be an essential
focus of the English curriculum, but writing
evaluation rubrics will be implemented across the
academic disciplines.

In addition, hindsight indicates that St. Croix

Prep’s English instruction may have been

fragmented. This is due to the expansive nature

of “English” instruction (classical literature,

literature circles, writing, grammar, spelling,

cursive writing, etc.) and the wide range of

student ability. For the 2006-2007 school year,

English instruction will focus on Literature and ¥ihrg. All other aspects of English instruction
will be done in the context of Literature and Whgi

Finally, English instruction will increase from 24Qinutes per week to 320 minutes per week.
Combined with the other changes noted above, Six@rep expects significant improvement
in student achievement.

C. Future Growth, Adherence to St. Croix Prep’s Missim and Development of a High School
Program
St. Croix Prep has experienced significant growthe following metrics (with projected 2006-
2007 figures) illustrate this:
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This growth will present many challenges. St. CrBisep will need to maintain its mission-
driven focus, take careful measures to ensure riest families are incorporated into the
community, build leadership structure to accommedae short term and long term growth,
continue its classroom excellence, and proceedeweldping a curriculum and environment
representing a complete high school experience.taiD&ctical measures are in place to
accomplish these objectives but they require chesfd precise execution.

9. Academic and Non-Academic Goals
St. Croix Preparatory Academy has the following deraic and Non-Academic Goals.

A. Student Academic Outcome — Math Achievement
Academic Goal At least eighty percent (80%) of St. Croix Preypary Academy students who
are enrolled for a full year will show at least ¥dar's growth in mathematics as demonstrated
by a value-added analysis of student achievemetat pl@vided by the MAP (computerized
version of the Northwest Evaluation Association).

Result St. Croix Prep has met this Academic OutcomeprAximately 95% of St. Croix Prep
students have attained this goal. Details ofésédata are included at the end of this report.

B. Student Academic Outcome — Reading and Language
Academic Goal At least eighty percent (80%) of St. Croix Prgpary Academy students who
are enrolled for a full year will show at least éar's growth in reading and language as
demonstrated by a value-added analysis of studdgmevwement data provided by the MAP
(computerized version of the Northwest Evaluati@séciation).

Result St. Croix Prep has met this Academic OutcomeprBximately 95% of St. Croix Prep
students have attained this goal.

C. Student Academic Outcome — Academic Proficiency
Academic Goal At least eighty percent (80%) of St. Croix Prgpary Academy students in
appropriate grades will show a mastery of a yeaulgect matter in key subjects as demonstrated
by standardized testing exams and other assessnatetials provided by the Core Knowledge
Foundation.

We have intentionally refrained from advertisingariketing and unnecessarily drawing attention
to our school, unless it relates to enrollmentassuOur primary method of gaining community
support has been through providing service to thmarounity. For example, our students have
done service work at the local nursing home, thaty, and the police/fire station. The students
have raised money for the hurricane victims andedgarbage pickup at a local park on Earth
Day.

We offer school tours, have done interviews forioxs8 newspapers and magazines, and
continually host informational meetings and opendss for those interested in learning more
about St. Croix Preparatory Academy.

The school is becoming more proactive in the Satev community. Our facilities search, and
specifically the process of investigating a dowmntoschool, have given us the opportunity to
present St. Croix Preparatory Academy to the Siiw Planning Commission, the Heritage
Preservation Commission, the City Council and theydt of Stillwater.
